Kitas dalykas, kad, didziuodamiesi savo praeitimi,
regis, buisime pamir$e apie dabartj ir tai, kad didzigja
dalimi musy senieji miestai planuoti ir projektuoti ne
vietiniy gyventojy. Atkure nepriklausomybe, greitai
uzmirSome ir netolimg miesty patirtj urbanizuojant
krastg. Skaitant teorinius pirmyjy Lietuvos urbanisty
ir urbanizuotojy veikalus, susidaro jspudis, kad $ian-
dieninis teorinis ir praktinis Lietuvos mokslininky pa-
sirengimas nesiekia intelektinio to meto vidurkio. I$
miesty planavimo i$sirutuliojes urbanistikos mokslas
akivaizdziai neatitinka dabartiniy aplinkybiy jai pri-
mesto urbanizuoty istekliy planavimo ir ,,jsisavinimo*
instrumentarijaus.

Kitais metais septyniasdesimtmetj minésianti Lietu-
vos urbanistika pirmiausia yra miesto aplinkos formavi-
mo menas ir mokslas, ta¢iau be moksliniy ir metodiniy
principy $is menas praktiskai nepritaikomas. I$skirti-
nis $ios disciplinos bruozas - tarpdalykiskumas. Ter-

ra Urbana braizytojai, be meniniy ir moksliniy erdvés

formavimo principy, turi i$manyti miesto ekonomika,
sociologija, istorija, statybos inzinerijg. Tokiy zmoniy
labai tritksta prie bendro diskusijy ir darbo stalo.
Miesty kaitai skirtuose renginiuose Lietuvoje ir sve-
tur urbanizacijos procesas pristatomas kaip jgaunantis
vis didesnj pagreitj. Dél to pastaraisiais deSimtmeciais
Europos Sajungos $alyse bandoma keisti ne tik jsta-
tymus, susijusius su urbanizacijos procesy priezitros
reglamentavimu. Sparciai numatomos vis naujos po-
litinés miesty plétros gairés; reaguojant j tai, kuriamos
prioritetinio finansavimo ir naujos specialisty rengimo
studijy programos. Taip miesty plétra, natiiraliai rei-
kalaujanti inertiskesnio visuomenés poziirio, tampa
modernios, greitaveika paremtos globalizacijos ideolo-
gijos jkaite, todél technokratinis ir teisinis diskursas i§
urbanistikos i§stimé humanistines miesto kokybinio
suvokimo paradigmas. Rezultatas — nevaldomos mies-
ty periferijos augimo mastai, centriniy daliy stagnacija
ir i$ to atsirandancios ekonomineés, socialinés ir mies-
tiskos kultarinés savimonés praradimo pasekmés.
Tiek architektaros, tiek urbanistikos, kaip huma-
nitarinés mobkslo srities, stagnacija vis labiau lemia ir
fundamentinio pozitrio Siame diskurse nebuvimas ir
vengimas jo ieSkoti. Net taikomieji tyrimai urbanis-
tikos srityje — gana retas rei$kinys. Mokslo instituci-
jos vis dazniau virsta jprastos, rinkg dubliuojancios

paslaugos teikimo subjektais, studijy procesui beveik



nebepasitilancios moksliniais tyrimais paremty darbo
metodiky. Néra ir naujy, kompleksinio pobudzio ur-
banistiniy tyrimy ir vertinimo metodiky taikymo pa-
vyzdziy praktiskai miestus planuojant ir projektuojant
per atkurtos nepriklausomybés laikotarpj.

Tarp architektiiros, kurios objektas — atskiras stati-
nys su artima aplinka, ir miesto kaip sistemos vis dar
didelis atotruikis. Vertinant ir planuojant urbanistinius
procesus, prarastas miesto kaip urbanistinés strukti-
ros démuo. Tai lygmuo, kuriame formuojasi ir reis-
kiasi miestieciais save laikanc¢iy gyventojy tapatumas,
miesto kaip valstybés pagrindinio elemento identite-
tas. Galima drasiai daryti prielaidg, kad tik tokiame
urbanistiniame lygmenyje jmanoma pasiekti pagrin-
dinius specialisty, visuomenés ir administruojanciy
valstybés ir savivaldos struktiiry sutarimus dél miesty
vystymo. Tokiomis aplinkybémis dalis Salies aukstyjy
mokykly architektaros ir vis dar oficialiai nejvardyto
urbanistikos mokslo atstovy $ias problemas émeési for-
muluoti. Iniciatyva jgavo forma, Vilniaus dailés aka-
demijai nusprendus steigti nauja mokslo instituta.

FOREWORD

Lithuania de facto has been an urban state with a
uniquely developed city system for more than half the
century, although it is still deficient in worthwhile ur-
ban society and urban culture. Why is this? There are
many reasons and even more possible answers to this
question. Cities do not form in a day or even a decade
and urban inhabitants don’t become urban oriented just
by living in a city. It is a long, slow and often painful
process. On the other hand, while being proud of our
past, we seem to have forgotten the present and the fact
that our old cities at large were planned and designed by
non-local inhabitants. After the restoration of indepen-
dence, we quickly forgot the relatively recent experience
of urbanizing the country. Reading the theory works by
the first Lithuanian urbanists and the implementers of
urbanization, the impression emerges that the theory
and practice background and the experience of contem-
porary Lithuanian scientists does not reach the average
intellectual level of the first urbanists. The science of ur-
banistics, which evolved from city planning, evidently
is not sufficiently adequate to meet the current needs of
planning and the acquiring of urban resources.
Lithuanian urbanistics, which turns seventy in
2014, is foremost the art and science of forming city
surroundings, but without scientific and methodical
principles this art is inapplicable in practice. The out-

standing feature of this discipline is its interdisciplin-

ary scope. The planners of Terra Urbana, in addition
to being aware of the artistic and scientific principles of
forming architectural space, have to possess knowledge
of city economics, sociology, history and construction
engineering. The shortage of people with these qualities
is sharply felt at both the theoretical and practical levels.

In the organized events dedicated to changes of the
cities, which are held in Lithuania and abroad, the ur-
banization process is usually presented as accelerating.
Therefore, in recent decades the EU countries have been
trying to change the laws associated with the regula-
tion of supervising the urbanization processes. The new
landmarks for city development policies are set; this
forces the creation of programmes of priority financing
and new specialist studies. Thus, the city development,
which naturally requires more inertia in public opinion,
becomes the prisoner of modern and fast acting global-
ization ideology, and technocratic and legal discourse
has pushed humanistic paradigms of comprehension of
the city away from urbanistics. The results of this are the
uncontrollable growth of city suburbs, the stagnation
of central areas of the city and the consequential loss of
economic, social and urban culture consciousness.

The stagnation in architecture and urbanistics as
a humanitarian art is determined by the absence of a
fundamental view in this discourse and the avoidance

of searching for it. Even applied research in the area of



urbanistics is a rare occurrence. The teaching institutions
often become the subjects of providing the regular ser-
vices available elsewhere in the business and rarely offer-
ing methodical teaching based on scientific research for
the study process. Never in the process of city planning
and designing in the period of Lithuanian independence
were any new and complex urbanistics researches or ex-
amples of applying valuation methods used.

There is still a large gap between architecture, where
the object is to separate a building from its immediate
surrounding and the city as a system. In the evaluation
and planning of urbanistic processes, the element of
the city as an urban structure was lost. At this level, the
identity of urban inhabitants is formed and expressed
and the identity of the city as a primal element of the
state is revealed. The presumption can be made that
only on this urbanistic level can the core agreements
between specialists, society and administrative state
and council structures on city development be reached.
In these circumstances the part of the representatives of
architecture which had still not officially been named
urbanistics studies of the country’s educational institu-
tions started raising these problems. The initiative ac-
quired form when Vilnius Academy of Arts decided to
establish a new studies institution.

One of the first works of the Vilnius Academy of
Arts Urbanistics, Architecture and Design Institute’,
which was founded in December 2012, is the prepara-
tion of the first programme of urbanistics designing for

1 Urbanistics, Architecture and Design Institute (UADI) is a
stem division of Vilnius Academy of Arts. The main purpos-
es of UADI are connected to the state of Lithuanian cities, the
continuation of urbanistics traditions, the questions of har-
monizing the architectural surroundings and design of public
spaces. To meet these targets the Institute intends to expand its
research, expert and teaching science and art work, participate
in projects and provide professional methodical and expert
support on urbanistic inquiries to state institutions and private
organizations.

the start of the architectural studies programme in the
new VAA Klaipéda faculty from autumn of 2013.

The Institute, together with the Klaipéda branch of
the Lithuanian Architects’ Union and state enterprise
Vario burnos prepared their first project aimed at a wid-
er audience. In June 2013 the scientific conference Terra
Urbana. The maps of urbanistic changes: city, culture, so-
ciety was held in Klaipéda. The conference was followed
by the publication of the presenters’ thesis, and articles
prepared on the basis of the presentations were collated
for publishing in a separate issue of the Acta Academiae
Artium Vilnensis magazine.

The main purpose of the conference and the mag-
azine is to specify and outline the place of urbanistics
studies in the humanitarian and social field of the prac-
tice of science and art. The articles follow the presenta-
tions of the conference and are divided into three parts.
The first part analyzes the notion of urbanistics and pro-
vides its interpretations. The second part is dedicated to
the practical aspects of urbanistics and looks into the
problems of three cities of Lithuania - Vilnius, Klaipéda
and Siauliai. In the third part, the city and its special
structures become an object of sociology and cultur-
ology insight. The resolution signed by the conference
presenters is included at the end of the issue. We believe
it will aid in summing up the themes, discussions and
suggestions analyzed in the articles.

In the name of the Institute we are grateful to
Vilnius Academy of Arts Rector Professor Audrius
Klimas, Prorector Professor Dr. Adomas Butrimas and
other representatives of the Academy who supported
the establishing of the Institute and the initiatives of
preparing an urbanistic design studies programme and
their initial projects. Our gratitude goes to all the par-
ticipants and organizers of the conference and also to

the initiators and authors of this publication.
